IMPORTANT: NO MORNING WORSHIP OR WATERSHED SUNDAY, JAN. 3. The City of Waltham has again declared a snow emergency for Saturday, January 2 through Monday, January 4.  This means that no parking is allowed on city streets and we will therefore not be having morning worship.  There will also be no Watershed Sunday evening (see more on Watershed below.) It will be unfortunate to miss getting together for Epiphany Sunday, but we hope to see everyone back next Sunday. 

This serves as a reminder that it is always our policy to cancel morning services when the city declares a snow emergency. Last week the gallery front door was left ajar. Because we have recently added insulation to the door (to keep heat in) , it does not close as easily as in the past.   If you open this door please make sure that it shuts tight behind you.   Failure to close the door tightly not only allows cold air to enter the building (increasing our heating bills) but can also cause security issues.  Also please be aware that other doors may be getting more insulation soon, so those doors may become for difficult to close it the near future.
